Makkala Jagriti, in partnership with United Way, Bengaluru has been working 
towards transforming 40 Anganwadi Centres in Kadugodi, KR Puram and 
Electronic City into child friendly and attractive spaces that offering good 
quality pre-school education to children. The intervention has brought about 
a holistic transformation in the Anganwadi Centres through intensive civil 
work, painting and mural art and offering quality pre-school education. The 
Anganwadi Centres were inaugurated in March 2018 with active participation 
from the community. 

In partnership with Save the Children, Makkala Jagriti launched a unique 
initiative known as a ‘Hub Centre’ which was envisioned on the lines of a 
model pre-school learning space to create the best learning environment for 
children. This Hub Centre will cater to children of four Anganwadi Centres in 
the vicinity and Anganwadi teachers will use the space for conducting 
pre-school activities and as a resource centre to experiment with different 
pre-school education methodologies. The Hub Centre was inaugurated with
